As opposed to earlier releases of the ACD2EPR, this version links ethnic groups
from the Ethnic Power Relations dataset directly to UCDP conflict actors rather
than to the Non-State Actor (NSA) list by Cunningham, Gleditsch and Salehyan
(2009). Researchers who want to work with the NSA data can merge the two
datasets through the UCDP actor ID variable.
